OVERVIEW:

On January 11, 2001, the Department received an Application from Centra Meta
Recovery Inc. for the development and operation of a waste lead acid battery transfer
facility. The Application was not complete and the Applicant was contacted and more
information was received on March 19, 2001 with the complete Application being
received on July 24, 2001.

On July 31, 2001 the Department placed copies of the Application in the Public
Registries located at 123 Main St. (Union Station), the Winnipeg Centennial Public
Library, the Jake Epp Public Library, Steinbach and the Manitoba Eco-Network. As well,
copies of the Application were provided to the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC)
members. The Department placed a public notification of the Application in the
Steinbach Carillon on August 6, 2001. The newspaper and TAC notification invited
responses until August 31, 2001.

COMMENTSFROM THE PUBLIC:

A letter was received from the Rural Municipality of La Broquerie on August 31, 2001 in
which the following concerns were noted:

1) Traffic —the number of trucks per day

2) Garbage or waste: How will the company clean the yard — more details
required.

3) Conditional Use Permit is required
Disposition:
These concerns were forwarded to the Applicant and the response was as follows: -

The (council of the) RM of La Broquerie is confused. The RM thought the
Application was for a new facility. Central Metal Recovery Inc. dready has a
Conditional Use Permit.

Manitoba Conservation contacted the RM and determined that there were no valid
concerns. The RM sent a letter dated October 3, 2001 to the Director of Approvals
stating that their only concern was with the unsightly property.
