OVERVIEW:

On March 6, 2002, the Department received an Application from 4213793 Manitoba
Ltd. operating as Prairie Battery for the continued operation of a waste lead acid battery
transfer facility at 105 Paramount Road in Winnipeg.

On March 8, 2002 the Department placed copies of the Application in the Public
Registries located at 123 Main St. (Union Station), the Winnipeg Centennial Public
Library and the Manitoba Eco-Network. As well, copies of the Application were
provided to the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) members. The Department placed
a public notification of the Application in the Winnipeg Free Press on March 16, 2002.
The newspaper and TAC notification invited responses until April 12, 2002.

COMMENTS FROM THE TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE:

Historic Resources - No concerns.

Conservation had no comments.

Canadian Environmental Assessment Agency noted that application of the Canadian
Environmental Assessment Act with respect to this proposal will not be required.

Health - The Winnipeg Regional Health Authority had no concerns.

Transportation and Government Services noted that the proposal is located well
within the City of Winnipeg limits, a fair distance from any roads under Transportation
and Government Services jurisdiction. They therefore have no concerns or comments.

A public hearing is not required.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Applicant should be issued a Licence, in accordance with the attached draft, to
operate the Waste Lead Batteries transfer facility. Enforcement of the Licence should be
assigned to the Red River Region.
