“A Proposal has been filed by Manitoba Infrastructure and Transportation for the
relocation of approximately 4 km of Provincial Trunk Highway (PTH) 10 around the
Community of Forrest in the R.M. of Elton. Intersections for PTH 10 with Elton and
Justice Roads would be reconstructed and the by-passed portion of PTH 10 through
Forrest revested to the R.M. of Elton. The project will address pedestrian safety
concerns. Construction is planned to begin in 2008/2009 and to conclude by 2009/2010.”

The Proposal was advertised in the Brandon Sun on
Saturday, November 10, 2007. It was placed in the Main, Millenium Public Library
(Winnipeg), Manitoba Eco-Network and Western Manitoba Regional Library (Brandon)
registries. It was distributed to TAC members on November 5, 2007. The closing date for
comments from members of the public and TAC members was December 7, 2007.
