pursuant to the provisions of The Clean Environment Act, the
Selkirk Redi-Mix Co. Ltd., filed a proposal with the Department
of Mines, Resources and Environmental Management in connection
with the operation of a concrete batching plant and gravel
supply yard located in the SWy of Section 17-11-4 EPM in the
Rural Municipality of“®pringfield;

in the absence of limits being prescribed by a Regulation under
the said Act, the said proposal was referred to The Clean
Environment Commission for the prescribing of limits;

no representation was made to the said Commission by any person
who is, or who is likely to be, affected by an Order of the
Commission prescribing limits in connection with the said proposal;

the said Commission considered the said proposal on the 23rd day
of February, 1976;

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT

1. The Applicant shall ensure that solid particulate emissions
from any process in the said operation do not at any time
exceed 0.57 grams per standard cubic meter calculated at
20° Celsius and 760 millimeters of mercury (0.25 grains per
standard cubic foot calculated at 68° Fahrenheit and 29.92
inches of mercury) at the point of emission.

2. The Applicant shall take adequate measures to control fugitive
emissions from materials handling operations and fugitive dust
emissions by wind entrainment of particulates from aggregate
stockpiles, roadways, and open yard areas, or vehicle raised
dust, in such a manner that the particulate emissions from the
said operation do not exceed 5 percent opacity at any point beyond
the property line of the operation.
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
