The Applicant shall ensure that particulate emissions from the
various processes of the said operation are not in excess of
0.57 grams per standard cubic meter calculated at 25 degrees
Celsius and 760 millimeters of mercury at the point of emission.

2, The Applicant shall ensure that particulate matter from any
source of the said operation does not become airborme to such
an extent that particulate matter remains visible past the
property line of the said operationm,

3. The Applicant shall ensure that a high standard of equipment

maintenance and good housekeeping practices are carried out
at all times to meet the requirements of Clauses 1 and 2 of
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Cﬁhirman,
