1. The Applicant shall not permit the emission of particulate matter
from the various processes of the said operation to exceed 0.23
grams per standard cubic meter calculated at 25 degrees Celsius

The Applicant shall not permit the emission of particulate matter
from any source of the said operation to exhibit an opacity
greater than 5 percent past the property line of the said operation.
