AND WHEREAS 	 in the absence of limits, terms and conditions prescribed by a
regulation issued under the said Act, the proposal was referred to
The Clean Environment Commission to prescribe limits, terms and
conditions;

AND WHEREAS 	 after giving notice of the proposal, the Commission did not receive
a representation from any person who is likely to be affected by an
order of the Commission issued in connection with the said operation;

AND WHEREAS 	 after giving notice of the proposal, the Commission did not receive
a representation from any person Who is likely to be affected by an
order of the Commission issued in connection with the said operation;

AND WHEREAS 	 the Commission considered the proposal on the 31st, day of May 1982;

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT

1. The Applicant shall not permit the emission of-particulate
matter from any point of emission of the said operation, ta,
exceed 0.23 grams per standard cubic metre calculated - at
25 degrees Celsius and 760 millimetres of mercury, corrected
to 12 percent carbon dioxide for processes involving cartaiition.

2. The Applicant shall not cause or-permit  visible emissions frown .

any point of emission of the said operation that exhibit,_an
opacity which is equal to or greater than:

>.- (a) 40 percent at any time;

(b) 20 percent for a period exceeding 41inutes in any 1 hour.
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3. The Applicant shall not permit particulate matter fiuuu any source
of the said operation to become airborne to such an extent that
the particulate matter remains visible past the property line of
the said operation.

4. The Applicant shall maintain a high standard of equipment
maintenance and good housekeeping at all times consistent with
meeting the limits, terms and conditions prescribed in this
order.
