Air Quality Section has reviewed the above proposal and provides the following comments:

e Although no VOC emission calculations were provided in the proposal, Air Quality Section
has estimated the ambient VOC concentration in the plant’s surrounding area through a
simple screening modeling (US EPA Screen View 3.5.0) and using very rough emission
assumptions. According to this simple screening modeling, estimated VOC concentrations are well
below Ontario’s Ambient Air Quality Criteria. However, it is suggested that submission of detail
VOC emission assumptions and calculations may be included as one of the License
conditions.

e The odour clause is suggested to be included in the License.
