1. e Applicant shall direct all sewadge denerated within the
Westroc Colony farm site toward the said sewage lagoon system.

2. The Applicant shall not discharge effluent from the said
sewage lagoon system where

(a) the organic content of the effluent, as indicated by the
five day biochemical oxygen demand, is in excess of 30
milligrams per litre;
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2. (b) the faecal coliform content of the effluent, as
indicated by the MPN Index, is in excess of 10 per 100
millilitres of sample:

(c) the total coliform content of the effluent, as indicated
by the MPN Index, is in excess of 100 per 100
millilitres of sample.

3. The Applicant shall not discharge sewage effluent from the
said sewage lagoon system between the 15th day of June of any
year and the 15th day of May of t owing year.

4. The Applicant shall not disch effguent from the said
sewage lagoon system:

(a) when flooding fro n se is occurring along the
drainage rout

(b) . when i@e or contribute to flooding in or along
age

the dr ute.

S50 i Ap#li shall maintain and operate the said sewage
la syptem in such a manner that:

(a) the release of offensive odours is minimized;

(b) the organic loading on the primary cell, as indicated by
the five day biochemical oxygen demand, is not in excess
of 56 kilograms per hectare per day.

6. The Applicant shall construct the said sewage lagoon system
with clay or other suitable material such that all interior
surfaces of the said sewage lagoon system are underlain with
a minimum of one metre of soil having a hydraulic
conductivity of 1 x 10-7 centimetres per second or less.,
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7. The Applicant shall either:

(a) subject undisturbed soil samples from the completed
lagoon to hydraulic conductivity tests, the number and
location of said samples to be as specified by a
representative of the Environmental Management Division
up to a maximum of twenty samples; or

(b) where undisturbed soil samples cannot be taken, test the
soil of 4 plane surfaces of the said sewage lagoon
system for hydraulic conductivity in a manner prescribed
by the said Division by an ing® field test method as
prescribed by an officer of @ sion.
