Watjask Lake Harvest Sequence WJL-133 and the south half of 134 should not be cut 
until 151, 126, and 138 are cut, so the east road can 
be closed off first.

That is the plan as shown by the block years, WJL-
126, 138 and 151 are 2022 and WJL-133 and 134

WJL-125, and 150 should also not be cut until 126, 
138 and 151 are closed to limit the amount of 
accesses that are open.
