Thank you for your response to the Rivers Lagoon Upgrade EAP submission. | can say the present design has sufficient
capacity to accommodate seasonal cottage development and permanent dwellings on the west side of Lake
Wahtopanah, per the attached.

| have attached an excerpt from a Glen Newton planning report. Under the background section, Chimo Beach is
described as maxed out at 60 residences. It goes on to say, the lands west of Lake Wahtopanah are projected to grow
1G0 homes but no time frame is offered.

Recalling the WSP calculations, attached, Chimo Beach is shown as (12 + 49} 60 septage tanks, in 2015 which eguates to
the 60 residences. Chimo Beach is than grown to (32 + 132} 164 septage tanks, in 2035 which equates to 164 total
residences.

The design calculations for the lagoon have addressed the possibitity of development on the west side of Lake
Wahtopanah, assuming similar type development as Chimo Beach.
