The ElS states that the . . ..mmdmum sound level generated will be Umitad to
50 dBA when measured at any point on the RId Site Properly line” which is consIstent wIth provincIal noisa
guidelines for resldenfial and commerdal areas for daytIme and nIghttIme perIods. The wrong category was
cIted in the ElS; the RId site is conslderad an industrIal arsa and is deslgnatad as such undar by-law No. 98-
22 in tils Rural Munidpallly of Springfield. Furtharmors, adjacent propartiss in the vidnity of flia station wars
purchased to midgate any affacts on rssarthal propartlas during tha Rid Raliabilily Improvamant Initiative
Project.

ma provincial guiddina stats. that tim maximum sound levels ganaratad in industilal arsas should ha limited
to 70 dBA for daytime and nighttime perIods. The transformers, which are the principal source of continuous
noise from the Rid Converter Station, will conform to established GSA standards regarding noise and will be
below the guideline. Furthermore, as cited in the ElS, Manitoba Workplace Safety and Health Regulation
(MR 21712006) wiN be adhered for workplace noise requirements, and Manitoba Hyciro will conduct a noise
exposure assessment ofthe Rid Converter Station site in accordance with CANICSA Standard-Z1O7.56-
Measurement of Occupational Exposure to Noise. Wejust wanted to inform you of this minor inaccuracy in the
document. .
