The revised monitoring plan includes collaring of moose, as previously requested by the 

Wildlife and Fisheries Branch (WFB).  First Nations have indicated in WFB’s recent 

consultations with them that moose collaring is not supported by First Nations.  WFB has now 

directed Manitoba Hydro to remove the moose collaring component of the monitoring plan.   

 

Given the above, the revised monitoring plan is approved with the exception of the moose 

monitoring component.
