A proposal has been received from Hespler Enterprises Ltd. for the expansion of an irrigation
operation south of Rosebank in the Rural Municipality of Thompson. An off channel reservoir
in SW 5-5-5W would be expanded to a volume of 150 cubic decameters, and nearby owned and
rented land would be irrigated in a one year in three rotation when potatoes were grown. The
total project landbase would be approximately 300 hectares. Water would continue to be
pumped into the reservoir during the spring runoff period from a tributary of Graham Creek.
The reservoir expansion is planned for the summer/fall of 2013.
