OVERVIEW:

An Environment Act Proposal has been filed by BlueStar Distribution Inc. for the
operation of a Crop Protection Products Warehouse, Re-Packaging, Bulk Storage and
Transfer Facility located at 555 Hervo Street in the City of Winnipeg, Manitoba. The
development will consist of one newly constructed plant and a second pre-existing plant
formerly operated as the Manitoba Sugar Company, which has been retrofitted for the
proposed activities. Both facilities are designed to meet the Agri-Chemical Warehousing
Standards Association requirements.

The Proposal was advertised in the Winnipeg Free Press on Saturday August 24, 2013.
Copies of the proposal were placed in the Manitoba Conservation and Water Stewardship
Electronic Public Registry. The proposal was distributed to the Technical Advisory
Committee (TAC) on August 22, 2013.
