A proposal has been received from Friesen Drillers Ltd. on behalf of the Rural Municipality of
Tache for the development of an expanded groundwater supply system to serve the community
of Landmark. Increased pumping would occur at the community’s two existing wells, and a
third well would be installed in the future for backup purposes. By the design date of 2034,
system use is anticipated to be 663 cubic decameters per year, in comparison to the current use of
140 cubic decameters per year.
