
 
 
 

Conservation and Water Stewardship has received a proposal pursuant to The Environment Act 
regarding the following operation and invites public participation in the review process: 
 
MANITOBA INFRASTRUCTURE AND TRANSPORTATION – ST. ADOLPHE RING 
DIKE EXPANSION – FILE: 5742.00 
 
A proposal has been received from Manitoba Infrastructure and Transportation for the expansion 
of the existing ring dike around the community of St. Adolphe.  The area enclosed by the dike 
would be expanded by an area of 1.6 km2 to the east of the community to allow for future 
community growth.  The project includes the removal of the community’s existing east dike, and 
the construction of internal drainage and flood pumping facilities.  Construction of the project is 
proposed for the period May 2015 – October 2016.
