Environment Act from the following operation and invites public participation in the review 
process: 
 

MANITOBA INFRASTRUCTURE AND TRANSPORTATION - PTH IA  
(FIRST STREET) BRIDGES OVER THE ASSINIBOINE RIVER - FILE: 5776.00 
 
A Proposal has been filed by Manitoba Infrastructure and Transportation to demolish and replace 
the existing bridge on PTH 1A (First Street) in the City of Brandon, which spans over the 
Assiniboine river and Canadian Pacific rail tracks.  The existing structure will be replaced with 
twin northbound and southbound bridges with longer spans and a reduced number of piers in the 
river.  Construction is anticipated from late 2015 to late 2017.
