The Government of Manitoba recognizes that it has a duty to consult in a meaningful way with
Indigenous communities when any proposed provincial law, regulation, decision or action may infringe
upon or adversely affect the exercise of the Indigenous rights of that community.

This is an existing facility which is located in an agricultural area. There would be no infringement of

Indigenous rights under Section 35 of the Constitution Act, 1982. Therefore, it is concluded that Crown-
Indigenous consultation is not required for the project.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Proponent should be issued a Licence for the continued operation and expansion of the waste
disposal ground in accordance with the specifications, terms and conditions of the attached draft



Licence. Enforcement of the Licence should be assigned to the Environmental Compliance and
Enforcement Branch of Manitoba Sustainable Development.
