A Dangerous Goods Handling and Transportation Act Application has been filed by The City of 
Winnipeg for the construction and operation of a household hazardous waste collection and 
transfer facility at 1120 Pacific Avenue, Winnipeg, Manitoba.  The proposed facility will accept 
household hazardous wastes including paint, flammable liquids, toxic materials, corrosive 
materials, light bulbs and ballasts, automotive and household batteries, compressed gas 
cylinders, used oil and used oil filters; store them temporarily and then transport them to a 
licensed facility for processing.
