A proposal was filed by the Village of St-Pierre-Jolys for the expansion of an existing
wastewater treatment lagoon located on parts of River Lots 29 and 30 in the Rat River Settlement
in the Rural Municipality of De Salaberry. Related work includes removal of the intercell dyke
between the existing primary cells, construction of a new secondary cell, and construction of a
new wetland cell. It is proposed that treated wastewater will be discharged between June 15™
and November 1% inclusive of any year from the wetland cell of the expanded wastewater
treatment lagoon to the Rat River that flows to the Red River.
