
WATER TREATMENT  

Contaminated water at the RuƩan Mine site is directed to the water      
treatment plant where it is treated prior to being discharged to the          
environment. The water treatment plant started its regular summer          
operaƟon in July.   OperaƟons are in full producƟon and are on track for 
a successful  treatment year. The amount of water treated is over 
40,000 cubic meters per day, or in other terms 16 Olympic‐sized swim‐
ming pools.  
 
As part of the regular maintenance for the water treatment operaƟons, 

one of the seƩling ponds is having the excess sludge cleaned out to   

ensure that the water treatment process remains effecƟve. This work 

will be ongoing unƟl the end of the water treatment season. 

 

TAILING MANAGEMENT AREA (TMA) CAPPING AND 
DRAINAGE CUT OFF CONSTRUCTION  

 
AŌer a brief work break during spring melt,            

construcƟon resumed on the RuƩan Mine             

RemediaƟon. Strilkiwski ContracƟng Limited  has 

commiƩed a large workforce and equipment to work 

on the capping of the tailings management area and 

diversion of clean water off site.  

Progress in the summer of 2021 will include the   

drying and compacƟon of the clay placed during the 

winter. This work requires plenty of sun and warm 

weather to dry the clay to a workable condiƟon. As 

the clay is finished, peat and grass seed will be 

placed to create a full vegetaƟon cover. 

The sunshine so far in June and July has ensured that 

the work remains on budget and on schedule. It is 

expected that work will be  completed in 2022.

To address this, the Province of Manitoba and Strilkiwski 

ContracƟng Limited are following the provincially mandated 

COVID‐19 protocols and providing support to workers to get 

vaccinated.  

COMPLETED WORK TO DATE  

Clay hauling in the winter was successfully completed, with 

the clay borrow areas that were opened up in 2020 being 

reclaimed in the spring. 

All three Tailings Management Areas have now been      

parƟally or completely capped with clay, allowing rain fall 

that collects on the cap to be discharged to the                 

environment. 

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT  

Not only are they working at cleaning up the RuƩan Mine 
Site, the workers are living in the community. With over 55 
people employed at RuƩan Mine, over 30 percent are from 
Leaf Rapids, and over 40 percent are from Indigenous       
communiƟes.
